UTA/BSC 291 Application Process:

STEP 1:

STEP 2: 

I will then process your form and you will receive an e-mail when the BSC 291 override has been entered. 

STEP 3: 

Register for BSC 291 for the required number of credit hours (UNITS).
**Note:  The BSC 291 registration default is 1 hour.  If you want more than 1 hour, you need to increase the hours.
The usual load is 1.5-2 hrs./week for each credit hour registered. If you are registered for 2 credit hours, you would be assigned 2 BSC labs.
